Common Symptoms of MS
1. Problems walking (staggering, dragging feet).
2. Balance difficulties (dizziness, lack of coordination).

3. Double vision, loss of vision in one/both eyes, involuntary movement of eyeballs.

4. Speech difficulties (slurring, slow or deliberate speech).
5. Sensory disturbances (pain, numbness and tingling).
6. Confusion, problems with short term memory.

7. Extreme fatigue or weakness.
8. Bowel and bladder problems (loss of control, urgency).

9. Person may be carrying MS injectible medications.

10. Heat may cause an increase in symptoms.
